If the event occurs and there is no damage to the facility, the entire security deposit shall be returned. If there is damage, the security deposit shall be held until it is determined the cost to repair or replace the damaged property is less than the security deposit, the remainder of the deposit will be returned after deducting the costs. If the costs exceed the amount of the deposit, the entire deposit shall be applied to the claim and the owner shall pay the balance to the Association within seven (7) days of the Association’s notice of the claim. A walk-through inspection by the Association’s representative may be required both prior to and after the event. 
  Applications must be submitted no less than two weeks prior to your requested date.

**THE POOL CANNOT BE RESERVED, and Clubhouse rental does not include use of pool**
The Clubhouse is only available for single date rentals. No sequential reservations will be honored. In addition, no owner can utilize the clubhouse more than one day per month and there are no rentals allowed on major holidays: New Years Eve, New Years Day, Valentine’s Day, Easter Sunday, Independence Day, Friday, Saturday, and Sunday prior to Memorial Day as well as Memorial Day, Friday, Saturday, and Sunday prior to Labor Day as well as Labor Day, Thanksgiving, Halloween, Christmas Eve, or Christmas Day. 
General Information

The Clubhouse is available for use for private functions by all community members in good standing. A community member may be denied use of the Clubhouse for any of the following reasons:
· Delinquency in payment of Association Assessment

· History of damage to the Clubhouse

· History of neglect concerning clubhouse rules

· Other reasons deemed substantial by the Board of Directors

Clubhouse Rental Rules and Regulations
1. All reservation requests are subject to the approval of the Board of Directors.
2. Applications must be submitted no less than two weeks prior to your requested date.

3. The Association reserves the right to exclude certain dates.
4. The owner agrees to be financially responsible for any damages caused by guests or personnel hired for the event.

5. The Board of Directors reserves the right to cancel this reservation if, in the Board’s sole discretion, the Clubhouse is to be closed due to weather or any other unforeseen conditions. 

6. Occupancy of the Clubhouse and the premises shall cease at 1:00 a.m. and any music/noise at 11:00 p.m.  
7. This contract covers rental of the Clubhouse location only and does NOT apply to the use of any other recreational facilities.

8. The owner hereby understands and agrees that they are renting only the clubhouse. The clubhouse rental does not include use of the pool or pool deck area.

9. Guests for this event are restricted from using the other amenities of the Association (i.e. pool, sports courts, etc.)

10. Smoking is prohibited at the Clubhouse. Smoking is only allowed in the designed area outside of the Clubhouse. Smoking inside the Clubhouse will result in forfeiture of your security deposit. 
11. No congregating in the Clubhouse foyer. 
12. Parties for young people under eighteen (18) years of age must be supervised at all times by no less than one (1) adult per five (5) attendees. One (1) adult must be an owner who has executed this rental agreement.

13. Parties are restricted to no more than forty (40) attendees.

14. All music and or speakers must be kept inside the clubhouse with the doors closed and must not become a nuisance to the other residents.

15. It is your responsibility to inform guests of the parking rules within our community. Please ensure your guests do not park in restricted areas. Failure to adhere to the parking guidelines may result in the loss of your security deposit. 
16. The Association’s property may not be used for commercial purposes. Renter warrants that their rental is not for commercial and/or profit-making enterprise and that no charge may be made to any attendee to attend the event.

17. Rental charges are listed on the application page. The renter is responsible for the event preparation, setup, total cleanup and supervision of all guests.
18. Renter hereby agrees to remove all trash, debris, decorations and/or rental items from the premises at the conclusion of the rental and agrees not to place any tape or adhesive of any kind on the walls or furniture of the clubhouse. Any trash from the event is to be disposed of in the appropriate trash receptacles or dumpster.
19. Confetti, thrown rice, birdseed, glitter, and all types of confetti are prohibited.

20. All candles must be contained in a glass container taller than the top of the candle flame.
21. No rentals will be made to outside organizations unless requested and approved by the Association prior to the event.

22. The renter is responsible for any cost, loss or damage to the Association as a result of the event, regardless of which resident, guest, or person employed by the renter may have caused such cost, loss, or damage. To the degree that such cost etc. exceeds the security deposit, reimbursement is required within seven (7) days of the presentation of a bill to the renter. Any amount past due under this agreement will be referred to an attorney for collection. The renter specifically agrees as part of this rental agreement that said renter is also liable for the cost of collection of the amount due the Association under this agreement, including reasonable attorney fees and court costs, if any.

23. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES MAY AN OWNER OR TENANT ALLOW ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES TO BE SERVED OR CONSUMED BY MINORS WHILE ON ASSOCIATION PROPERTY. 
24. No recreational equipment (including bounce houses) may be used on Association property. The renter agrees to abide and makes sure all their guests abide by all rules and regulations pertaining to the use of the Clubhouse. 

ITEMS TO BE CLEANED AFTER USE OF CLUBHOUSE
I agree to clean the Clubhouse, restrooms, and premises so that there is no evidence of use. I agree to complete the following specific cleaning duties to the satisfaction of the person inspecting the Clubhouse or forfeit part or all of my $250.00 deposit. 

____
Vacuum the carpet. There is a steam mop inside the clubhouse that is to be used to clean the floors. Only distilled water should be used with the steam mop. If a cleaning product other than water is used or if the steam mop is damaged in any other way, the renter will be held responsible for replacement.
____
Remove all my items from the Clubhouse and refrigerator.

____
Clean all bar, kitchen, including refrigerator (inside & out), stove (inside & out), microwave (inside & out), sink,  

                countertops, and table surfaces.

____
Clean all metal frame chairs.

____
Clean all "living room" furniture including tabletops.

____
Clean out the fireplace if used. Close damper.

____
Clean sliding glass doors with glass cleaner, inside and out.

____
Remove all my decorations. DO NOT USE TAPE OF ANY KIND (Only tacks may be used to hang them up) 
____
Turn off lights and electric range. Do not leave any electrical appliances, CD players, fans, heater, etc. plugged in 
(turn off and disconnect).
____
Leave thermostat set at 55 degrees during winter months and turn to 76 degrees during the warm months.

____
Clean restrooms.

____
Clean outside grill, if used. (If using grill, verify access to a fire extinguisher in advance)
____
Pick up parking lot and patio area.

____
Pick up all trash left by guests between the Clubhouse and the entrance along Olde Colony Trail.

____
Deposit all trash in the dumpster near the tennis courts.
